The night began cool, dry and most quiet. The evening was like thousands of others Jerusalem had embraced: ordina
in all imaginable ways yet so foreign in another. The Son of God had just broken bread with his beloved twelve in the
Upper Room. It was the Passover, celebrated innumerable times by the Hebrew people. However, this night would
change the course of histowgforever.

Roman Centurions were summoned as word had just reached as to the whereabouts of the fugitive from Nazareth.
Finally, the Scribes, Pharisees and other formidable Jewish leaders could crush the growing Jesus movement. Prior tc
his capture, Jesus called his disciples to be present and pray with him in the Garden of Gethsemane, hoping to garnis|
any comfort from his impending doom. Unbeknownst to them, the Son of Man was within only hours of his death.
Rome would have no mercy. Why should they? Myriad wdpgldnsurrectionists met the same fate: the tortures of a
Roman cross.
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must have thought. Even still, they could not remain with him but fell into slumber.

The gospel of Mark records the sobering prayer of Jesus in the garden on the eve of his crucifixion. "My Father, if it is
L2aadArof ST YrFHe GKA& OdzLd 6S GF 1Sy FTNRBY YSé¢ o6alNJ] HcYod
encing his inevitable physical death?

Many have welcomed their own demise with boldness and courage. Surely Jesus was no coward and would face mert

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the hand of the Lord is a cup full of foaming wine mixed with spices; he pours it out, and all the wicked of the earth
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Isaiah, too, speaks of this "cup of the Lord's wrath" (Isa. 51:17) and Jeremiah speaks of the "cup filled with the wine of
My wrath" (Jer. 25:15). The cup Jesus begs to be delivered from is the cup full of divine fury and wrath toward sinners.
God is just; he has to be in order to remain God. Humanity has revolted against her God, overthrown the perfection of
His creation and spewed her venom toward the King.

Still more, He is a holy King, a righteous King who will not negotiate or compromise His chaexeterGod himself

testifies, "l am the Lord your God; consecrate yourselves and be holy, because | am holy" (Lev. 11:44). God is steadfa
in who He is, proclaiming, "Men of perverse heart shall be far from me; | will have nothing to do with evil" (Ps. 101:3).
He is required to dispense curse and punishment upon sin for it scoffs and maligns his gobldeesere, Jesus was

asked to bear the penalty due sinners for our cosmic treason.

Jesus pleads with the Father to see if there is another such way to accomplish His will. However, God did not answer.
Jesus in his brokenness cries, "My Father, if it is not possible for this cup to be taken away unless | drink it, may your

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we would do well to first remember it was the Father who sent His Son for such a time as this (confer John 3:16).

Neither you nor | can bear to drink this cup. Many pride themselves in thinking their own righteousness and goodness
will persuade God to show mercy on that last day; however, they do so at their own peril and folly. If there were any
other way to restore broken fellowship with our God, how could He possibly put his son on a cross? God knows our
inability for any hope of seBalvation. In his severe mercy, he condescends to become like us in everyway, but without
sin. He lived the life we never could and died the death we all should. Because of his great love for us he has drunk th
cup of wrath for us. There is nothing left to drink, not even a drop.
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In the garden of our first parents, our innocence was lost and humanity in all her rebellion was plunged into sin; how-
ever, in Gethsemane our redemption drew near and our very own God would secure it. Our hearts should well up with
praise and adoration to our great King. The gospel news is something we receive in faith and a truth we believe. We
can do nothing to add to its beauty, for it is perfectly beautiful. Nothing can enhance its loveliness, for it is perfectly
lovely. Nor can anything increase its splendor, for it is perfectly splendid.
