He was a Sunday school
teacher. He won a young Boston shoe salesman to the Lord, and got that
shoe salesman so on fire that he became a well-known evangelist — Dwight L.
Moody. After evangelizing America, D. L. Moody went to England. A pastor in
England, Frederick B. Meyer, heard his message. Meyer was so affected that
he began a ministry that spread, and as it did, he was invited to come to Amer- :
ica. .

In one of his services J. Wilbur Chapman caught fire and began an evangel-
ism ministry. He began to stir up the whole northeastern coast. Mr. Chapman . # &
found Billy Sunday, a recent convert, and mentored him. .

Billy Sunday got into the ministry and went to Charlotte, North Carolina. There
a group of business men got so stirred up that they organized a committee to

bring in other evangelists. One who was invited was Mordecai Ham from Lou-
isville, Kentucky. He preached in a meeting, and Billy Graham came to salva-

tion. Billy Graham’s ministry is known throughout the world. His preaching and
crusades have influenced hundreds of thousands if not millions.

All this happened because of one Edward Kimball — one nobody. That nobody
won one other nobody and started a series of dominoes falling that ended up
with thousands acknowledging Jesus as Savior in Moody’s ministry, and thou-
sands more in Meyer’s ministry. That was multiplied even more in Chapman’s
ministry, and hundreds of thousands more in Sunday’s ministry, and hundreds
of thousands more in Graham’s ministry. All because one person won one
soul to Christ!

While Andrew never received the attention of his brother, he was faithful to fulfill
his calling. He brought others to Jesus. He was not in the spotlight, but he was
faithful to bring others to Jesus. He did not receive the recognition of some of the
others, but he was faithful to bring others to Jesus.

We need “Andrews” — people who will be committed to bringing others to Jesus.
We need some older Andrews, and some young Andrews, and some teen An-
drews, and some mom and dad Andrews, and grandmother & grandfather An-
drews. We need some Elder Andrews, Deacon Andrews and Sunday school
teacher Andrews. We need people that are committed to bringing others to Jesus.

Andrew said, “We have found the Messiah.” And he brought him to J esus.
(John 1:41-42) That says it all. He simply brought his brother Simon to Jesus.
That is all Andrew knew to do. Just get him to Jesus. He pointed his brother to the
one who could change him.

Being an Andrew means getting them to Jesus. Allow Jesus to make the transfor-
mation. You just be faithful to bring them to Jesus. We cannot change people, but
Jesus can. We cannot make unfaithful spouses quit cheating, but Jesus can. We
cannot make alcoholics quit drinking, but Jesus can. We cannot make drug ad-
dicts quit using, but Jesus can.
