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Now all these things are from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ,  
and gave us the ministry of reconciliation. II Corinthians 5:18 
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The leadership of Bear Creek is looking forward to the things that God has in 
store for us. All year the Session has been praying and planning for God’s 
blessing on us. All are agreed that our desire is for BCC to be the instrument 
God uses to make a real difference in the lives of people in our neighborhood. 
With that simple goal – to be God’s instrument – we have earnestly sought for 
an understanding of what He would have us do. 
 
We have come to agree that God’s call to make disciples is still God’s number 
one objective for us. This means making new disciples and growing us all as 
disciples – those who actually follow Christ in their lives. We also believe that 
as we honor Him by emphasizing His purpose, we will see Him bless our ef-
forts. 
 
I covered some of this at our May congregational meeting, but want to rein-
force some key understandings of our priorities. 
 
Worship and the worship service are key for us. That weekly service is where 
we all gather to focus together on our Lord and to celebrate the Gospel and all 
its implications. We believe that all BCCers need to make worship a priority. 
This is the context of our regular presentation of the grace of God to all who 
come. That means we want to grow that service and make sure that it is a ser-
vice that will attract others to our fellowship. This is the place where we want 
the Gospel message to predominate so people come to faith. 
 
Small Groups are our primary vehicle for discipleship (think growth as a fol-
lower of Jesus). Again we believe that everyone who is a part of our fellowship 
should be in a small group experience. We are going to commit ourselves as 
leaders to making sure that those small group experiences are as stimulating 
for growth as possible. We are asking our small group leaders to step up to 
even greater challenges.

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Service to one another is an essen-
tial element of the Christian commu-
nity. Jesus emphasized this consis-
tently and the epistles over and over 
taught the principle of service to one 
another. We are asking that every 
person in our fellowship participate in 
service so that together we express 
our love for each other. 
 
Missional ministry is also a key ac-
tivity for everyone in Christ’s family. If 
the mission of the church is outreach 
then we feel everyone should in 
some way be a part of that outreach 
activity. We are working to make am-
ple and varied opportunities available 
so that we are about God’s mission in 
the world. 
 
Sometimes I’m asked what we ex-
pect of the people in our congrega-
tion. The answer is those four things. 
A disciple of Christ does those things 
in following him – obeying him. We 
are making disciples and believe that 
those activities are the outcomes of 
discipleship. In them we fulfill the 
great command – love God and love 
one another, and we fulfill the great 
commission – to go and make disci-
ples. There are many nuances to our 
calls, but from what the Bible says, 
these are the irreducible foundations. 
We call upon each of us to make the 
commitments necessary to allow 
God’s blessings upon us.                 À
